Miller’s Landing Subdivision Review 
Applicant Jim McBride and his engineer, Carlos Quintal, were present with the Millers Landing Definitive Subdivision Plan, hoping for final endorsements.  Applicant asserted that the performance bond cannot happen until after the closing and that easements and deed for Lot 14 have been sent by his attorney to the Town.  Scope of work has been reviewed by DPW and sent in to Rick.  Other documents cannot be finalized until after closing.  Pat Smith provided to the applicant the list of documents that they are required to provide to the Board prior to endorsement of the plan, even if they are only in draft form, per the vote to approve the subdivision.  Documents will need to be reviewed by Town Counsel.  The Board can endorse the Definitive Subdivision Plan after Town Counsel has approved the form and content of the documents.  Rick Kwiatkowski joined the meeting and approved the sending of documents directly to Town Counsel for her review.  Applicant will get in touch with his attorney and have her get in touch with Town Counsel.
