Request for Release of Funds – Miller’s Landing
A copy of a letter from Kevin Hardiman to Margaret Kidder of Fidelity Bank requested $12,500 for Miller’s Landing.  Mr. Hardiman has authority to address the release with the bank.  History of requests attached.  No action is required.
Thomas Strunjo – Chase Street – Preliminary Plans:

Mr. Strunjo is putting two homes on two lots that had been divided from one lot.  He had spoken with Brian Gale who informed him that the units could be detached as long as each lot contains 10,000 square feet since they are in Zone A.  There will be a common driveway that forks right and left around a large Ash tree.  Bruce Scherer stated there is no restriction on a common driveway, but there must be 50 feet frontage for each lot on a way.  Maybe creating a cul-de-sac would be a recommendation.  This  cul-de-sac can be round or oval or whatever is needed to create the 50 foot frontage for each dwelling.  Since this is for only two homes, Mr. Strunjo may go down the list of subdivision requirements and request waivers for each one.  The separate lines for water and sewer have been inspected by Bruce Merriam and Ed Billiel, respectively.  The Planning Board would need a letter from each of those departments showing that they have signed off on the work.  New plans will need to contain verbage that states the owners of the property would be responsible for the plowing and care of the road as it would not be taken over by the Town.  
Mr. Strunjo also had some questions about property on Holtshire Road.  Interested in “cluster-housing” in that area which is Zone C.  Each lot here would need 100 feet of frontage.  Could have private wells, but the septic system could be in a lot reserved for open space.
