Review of Minutes:

Minutes of 1/13/09 and 1/27/09 were prepared by Nancy Lyman from the audiorecording.  Some information was missing regarding who made motions, etc., and the Clerk will review and add detail.  She recommended that we wait to vote on them until they are complete.  
Review of Mail:

· Division of Fisheries and Wildlife—copy of letter from Thomas French regarding Route 2 safety improvements

· Terra Firma volume from DCR—Technical Bulletin Series on Historic Landscape Preservation

Millers Landing Release of Funds:

Chair explained the procedures that were agreed to regarding the disbursements.  The Board had agreed to Kevin Hardiman acting as the agent of the Board in authorizing disbursements, which would happen only after work was completed.  Also agreed that a log of inspections would be kept keeping track of details of each inspection and who had conducted it.  Also agreed that we would stick to the total number of disbursements.  

Planning Board received letter from Kevin Hardiman of David E. Ross Associates, Inc. to Ms. Margaret Kidder of Fidelity Bank allowing for the release of funds on the Millers Landing Subdivision Project for the installation of water pipe.  The amount was $62,000 for 1200’.  No log of the inspection was attached.  We need to ask Nancy to write a letter to Mr. Hardiman asking for that log.  It is appropriate for David Frye to use MassHighway standards in his inspections, as these are the same standards that are used by the Town.  

Thomas Strunjo – Chase Road Subdivision plans for review:

Mr. Strunjo filed an application for approval of a Definitive Plan dated 2-4-09.  Creation of 2 lots off Chase Road on a proposed shared driveway.  Because it is a small project, he can ask for waivers under the Subdivision Control Regulations.  Road/driveway would be held privately and that should be included on the plan.  Plans would have to be reviewed by our consulting engineer.  Road is generally level.  Would need to talk to Rick regarding setting up an account for consultant’s review.  Pat would like to see the proposed layout of storm drainage, or at least a narrative describing how stormwater drainage will be accomplished.  Show connections to water and sewer (that are already installed).  The applicant requested letters from Dennis Annear, Fire Chief, and David Frye, Highway Superintendent, but they are not yet in the file.  ConComm has reviewed the area and wetlands are already flagged and approved by ConComm.  He should add that letter in the file.  Can come back to our next meeting on 2-24-09, at which time the public hearing can be scheduled for 3-24-09.  Pat requested that the plan show where the water and sewer are located and where they hook up to town services on Chase St.  The Board reviewed requested waivers to make sure that it was clear which section is being referred to and that is clear what is being requested to be waived and what is being suggested as an alternative.  Discussed the process that will be followed from the receipt of the revised plans.  Will double check on the scheduling and determine if it is possible to set the hearing for the 3-10-09 if the plans and other materials are complete on the 24th.  Gave contact information for Kevin Hardiman at Ross Associates.
