Meeting opened at 7:03 pm
Review of Minutes:  Revised minutes of 5-26-09 were reviewed.  A letter from Nancy Lyman was received regarding the Millers Landing section of the minutes.  She indicated that there are Highway Dept. logs in another folder (copies provided) and that blank copies of the logs were made available to all relevant departments and requested a change to the minutes.  The Board determined that the minutes as written accurately reflect the proceedings on 5-26-09 but that it would be appropriate to attach Nancy’s letter so that the new information is included in the record.

Jim Basford moved to approve the revised minutes of 5-26-09 with Nancy Lyman’s letter attached; Richard Sheridan 2nd; approved unanimously.

Review of Mail:

· Joint letter from Montachusett Regional Planning Committee and Franklin Regional Council of Governments—Community linking process survey reviewed and relevant sections were responded to by the Board
· Sponsorship request from ARC Community Services
· Memo from Town Accountant dated 6-2-09—2010 budget
· Memo from Town Accountant dated 6-5-09—Encumbered funds; not applicable
· Brian Harrington of DEP—sewer connection can be allowed for 50 South Main St. with a letter or an amendment to the Sewer Bank, given the number of employees and the scale of the project
· DEP consent agreement requires that all properties in the CARD District be inspected.  Once the report is completed, the Orange Planning Board will receive a copy which will state the number of properties not connected.  
Millers Landing—Review of Logs:
Site Inspection Logs in the files were reviewed, including those from the Highway Department.  Questions were raised about the scope of the notes on the logs and the need for them to provide more specific information about the nature of the work completed.  The Board would like to see a copy of a completed log by Ross Associates so see how much detail is provided.  All logs were consolidated into a single file for future reference.  

Special Permit Public Hearing continued—Michael Humphries at 50 South Main Street:
Chair opened the continued Public Hearing at 7:35 p.m.  Michael Humphries was present to discuss the project.  He read a letter to the Planning Board regarding lighting and signage, including photos of the sign and lighting used at the Northfield location.  Signs will meet the parameters in the Zoning Bylaws.  Brian Harrington of DEP has indicated that there should be no problem with hooking up to the sewer for this project.

Pat asked about hazardous materials on site.  All finishing will be done in the Warwick and Northfield shops, where they have sophisticated finishing operation with spray booths and fire suppression systems for at least the first five years of the project.  There will be no hazardous materials stored on site in quantities exceeding those necessary for normal household use.  

Pat passed out the revised draft version of the Special Permit that includes draft findings and conditions for the Board to review and revise.  

Bruce St. John moves to approve the Humphries Woodworking Special Permit for 50 South Main St.; Richard Sheridan 2nd; unanimously approved.  

Jim Basford moves to close the hearing; Richard Sheridan 2nd; unanimously approved.  

Board Business:

The Clerk raised the issue of the incorrect version of the hard copy of Town’s Zoning Bylaws that is now being made available to the public.  After the changes were voted at the 2008 October Special Town Meeting, an incorrect version of the Bylaws was produced that does not refer to the newly adopted Zoning Map and that does not include the footnotes on the Use Table and the Dimensional Schedule that were to indicate that the Priority Development Sites are located in the CARD district and are subject to those regulations.  In addition, the website has several different versions of the Zoning Bylaws, none of which is correct.  The Board discussed the need to provide the public with one correct version of the Zoning Bylaws.  The Town Clerk has said that the bound copies can be taken apart and corrected pages inserted.  Members of the Board expressed their willingness to assist in the re-assembly of the corrected versions.

Pat Smith moves to request that a corrected hard copy version of the Zoning Bylaws be produced and that a single, corrected version of the Bylaws be included on the website; Jim Basford 2nd; unanimously approved.
